5.5 In the event that Government makes a call on this Bond pursuant to 5.3 and subsequently the Secretary for Commerce and Economic Development on behalf of Government issues a certificate of completion in respect of one or more Milestones which had not been performed for the purpose of 5.3, Government shall, as soon as practicable, pay to the Licensee without interest the amount called under this Bond pursuant to 5.3 less the maximum of all Bonded Sums Payable in respect of the Milestones which have not been performed.
